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The records for this Register have been selected from the databases held by the
Botanical Society of the British Isles. The great majority of these records were made
by amateur botanists.

This publication is intended to be of assistance to conservation organisations,
planning authorities and interested members of the public.
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Introduction

This Register comprises details of the occurrence of rare plants in Vice County 111, Orkney.
It has been produced as part of a national initiative based on the Botanical Society of Britain
& Ireland (BSBI) vice-county system.

The Register is intended to provide an up-to-date account of the occurrence of rare plants in
Vice County 111, Orkney. The plant records upon which it draws to assess the status of
species were made in the period 1960 — 2014. That the representative period should begin in
1960 is both apt and fortuitous: apt because it takes a good number of years to accumulate
enough records with sufficient geographical coverage to be able to make a reasonably robust
assessment, but without including records too aged to be of much current relevance;
fortuitous because 1960 marks the beginning of a period of constant and comprehensive plant
recording that has continued to this day. It was the year in which Elaine Bullard, Vice
County Recorder until 2009, started recording in earnest, and it follows a relatively fallow
period of two decades since the death, in 1939, of the great Orcadian botanist Henry Halcro
Johnston, creator of a vast herbarium and publisher of many papers on Orkney plants. (The
life of another eminent Orcadian botanist, James Sinclair, spanned the intervening period, but
he was abroad at that time except for brief periods and made few records in his home county.
His main period of recording and collecting in Orkney was earlier, as a very young man,
often in the company of Johnston. He died in 1968.)

Two main uses are envisaged for the Register. Firstly to indicate and provide information on
those species at risk and requiring protection; secondly, to provide a baseline in order that as
detailed surveying continues over the Vice County, changes in the occurrence and
distribution of these plants can be ascertained over time.

The botanical and common names are those used by Stace (2010). Species are arranged in
alphabetical order. For each rare species we provide a distribution map, a brief account and a
tabulated list of records made in the qualifying period (1960-2014).
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Criteria for inclusion in the Register
The principal criteria used for inclusion in the main portion of the Register are:

a)..International Criteria. Native and archeophyte vascular plant species that are currently
internationally rare. These are species which:

° are endemic to Britain (a list is available in Cheffings & Farrell 2005);

° are of restricted distribution internationally. These are as listed/occurring in EC
Habitats and Species Directive Annex II, IV or V; or Appendix I of the Bern
Convention or Annex A or B of CITES;

b) National Criteria. Native and archaeophyte vascular plant species that are currently
scarce or rare in Britain. These are species which:

° are listed in Schedule 8 of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981;

° are listed as occurring in IUCN categories Critically Endangered, Endangered,
Vulnerable, Near Threatened and Data Deficient in the British Red Data List
for vascular plants (Cheffings & Farrell 2005);

. are nationally rare, occurring in 15 or fewer 10km squares in Britain (Stace,
2010);

° are nationally scarce, occurring in between 16 and 100 10km squares in Britain
(Stace, 2010);

° are Priority Species in the UK Biodiversity Action Plan;

° are on the Scottish Biodiversity List (SBL).

¢) Local Criteria. Native and archaeophyte vascular plant species which:

° are rare — present in 3 sites or fewer in the Vice County. In this context a ‘site’
is a discrete area within a moveable kilometre square, which seems at first
glance to be a slightly vague concept but in general is fairly easy to apply in
practice;

° are scarce — present in 4-10 sites in the Vice County. Here there has been a
degree of selection: the limits have not been strictly adhered to in the case of a
small number of species with very restricted distribution;

. are extinct in the Vice County.

‘Native’ is, of course, a fugitive term. It is taken here to mean ‘native in Orkney’, that is,
native in Britain in general but also in Orkney in particular. This is an approach seldom taken
in county Rare Plant Registers, which generally include all species native in Britain, because
of the great difficulty — insuperable in some cases — of deciding local status in contiguous
land areas. Thanks to the relative isolation of this island group we regard it as quite possible
to make judgments, albeit some more robust than others, for all species. In this we mainly
follow Elaine Bullard’s conclusions, which drew on her extensive knowledge of historical
documents, especially Magnus Spence (1914), except in those few cases where new
information has led to reassessment of the situation.

‘Archaeophytes’ are alien species introduced to the UK before A.D. 1500.
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Exclusions

Alien species introduced to Britain more recently than A.D. 1500 are known as ‘neophytes’
and are not, with rare exception, included in this Register. Some neophytes are well-
established, widespread and have become naturalised, whilst others do not persist in the wild
for more than five years and are known as ‘casuals’. Another group of neophytes are those
species planted or thrown out of gardens, irrespective of how long they persist. Whilst
neophytes are generally excluded from the Register, we have made a very few exceptions for
some of historical or cultural interest in Orkney, the nature of which is explained in the
individual species entry.

A difficulty arises over species which occur as natives or archaeophytes but have also been
introduced in recent times. Native trees are the most obvious examples. We distinguish
between these, making a note about non-native occurrence in the species account but listing
only records of native occurrence in the attached table.

Microspecies of Hieracium and Taraxacum are omitted, as their distribution is inadequately
known in the Vice County at present. It should be noted that the Orkney members of these
genera include some significant native species. However, neither of these genera have
received much attention in recent years, but it is hoped that the next few years will allow
them to be better understood, such that they can have the appropriate treatment in a future
edition of this Register.

Hybrids have generally been omitted because their distribution is also inadequately known at
present. There are some exceptions however, these comprising some more readily
identifiable taxa and others more critical but of great national rarity. Subspecies have been
omitted except where of particular interest or importance; for instance Gentianella amarella
subsp. septentrionalis is an endemic and ‘Near Threatened’ taxon whilst the subsp. amarella
is not.

Confidentiality

Restriction of access to rare plant records is an issue which has caused much debate over the
years. If detailed locations are given, plants may be at risk from collectors or even from
responsible botanists who may cause accidental damage when visiting, for instance through
trampling. On the other hand, many more are at risk from neglect of habitat or potential
development and if their locations are unknown their conservation becomes more difficult if
not impossible. In general the policy in this Register is to give the fullest information.

Updating

As has already been pointed out, this Register provides a current view based on the available
records up to 31 December 2014. To be an effective conservation tool it must be kept up to
date. As further records become available, they will be entered into the BSBI and Orkney
Wildlife Information & Records Centre databases and used in future editions of the Register.
It is not intended to revise this document at frequent intervals, but the underlying data (an
Excel spreadsheet of records) will be updated annually. Records which add to, up-date or
correct those in this Register are very welcome, so if you see interesting plants please let your
local vice-county recorder know, so that the records can be validated and used in the updating
process (e-mail: flawsjohn@gmail.com).
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The Records

The records are those for Orkney held in the BSBI database up to the end of 2014, as stated
above. Most of the records are direct field observations. In addition, there are records of
voucher specimens in local and national herbaria, especially in the herbarium of the Royal
Botanic Garden Edinburgh. There are rather few of these for the period 1960-2014, but a
great number dating from earlier times, especially the late 19" and early 20™ Centuries. The
herbaria of Henry Halcro Johnston (at RBGE) and Magnus Spence (in Stromness Museum,
Orkney) are particularly important in this respect. There are also records gleaned from the
literature (Magnus Spence, 1914; Henry Halcro Johnston, published and unpublished papers,
notebooks and diaries, various early 20" C dates; James Sinclair, draft manuscript c.1965;
Elaine Bullard, draft Flora [unfinished] c¢.2000). Selected MSc and PhD studies and
consultants’ reports, including the authors’ own, have also yielded records. It is thought that
there are few post-1959 records of importance awaiting discovery, but there are almost
certainly older ones, especially those made by Henry Halcro Johnston, whose papers and
vouchers have not yet been fully researched.

The table of records for each extant taxon shows the most recent record from each site. In
some cases this may be the only record from the site, but in many cases there are earlier ones.
In the great majority of cases the Grid Reference given is at 100m (6-figure) resolution, but
sometimes at monad (1 x 1 km square), tetrad (2 x 2 km), or very occasionally at hectad (10 x
10 km) resolution. Recently, scarce and rare species have sometimes been recorded at 10m
or even 1m resolution (8- or 10-figure grid references). In this Register these have been
lowered to 100m resolution (6 figures) for space reasons, and a symbol (§) inserted to show
that fuller information is available (from John Crossley on request). Records at hectad
resolution have been included only where none better is available — just 11 cases in all.

It is also the case that National Grid references for older records are necessarily estimated,
often at low resolutions that are of limited use. Nevertheless, older records are not entirely
excluded from this document: historical information is employed where it provides a
perspective on more recent records, and is frequently used in the case of extinct species, the
accounts of which form the final part of this document.

Site names are given to assist in providing an overall picture. A high-resolution grid
reference provides the most accurate location. Recorder names are provided where known.

The records of species are split into two sections. The first section consists of accounts of
those species which are still extant (or believed to be so) in the Vice County. This is followed
by a section of extinct (or presumed extinct) species. For each species, details of the national
status and distribution are from the literature (Cheffings & Farrell, 2005; Preston ef al., 2002;
Stace, 2010). Orkney details are from the sources listed in the first paragraph of this section
and the authors’ own knowledge.

The Maps

Each account of an extant species includes a map of Orkney, illustrating the distribution of
records listed in the table. All records, whatever their original resolution, are shown at tetrad
resolution. In those 11 cases (out of a total of c1200) where records exist only at hectad
resolution, the hectad reference has been replaced, albeit somewhat artificially, with a tetrad:
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the selection of tetrad is based on either the site name or local knowledge of sites and
habitats, rather than being merely representative of the hectad. The two small islands of Sule
Skerry and Sule Stack, part of VC 111 but situated approximately 60 km west of mainland
Orkney, are omitted from the map. Two species included in this Register have been recorded
from Sule Skerry: the species account for each has a note indicating that this record is
missing from the map.

Overview

The overall number of taxa included in this Register is 194, of which 174 are extant and 20
extinct. This is approximately a fifth of the total flora of the Vice County. The table below
summarises the number of taxa in each conservation category. Some taxa have more than
one designation. For some species, it is a particular subspecies that is of conservation
concern. Only five hybrids in the Register have a conservation designation.

A native perennial of upland heathlands and grasslands that within Britain is virtually
confined to west and north Scotland. In Orkney, it has apparently declined rapidly to
extinction for no apparent reason. During the early part of the 200 Century it was found in
several sites on Hoy as far south as the Lyrawa Burn, but it has not been seen on the island
since 1965, in Berriedale. On the Mainland, it was known from Syradale and Firth in the
1920s. Plants found at Waulkmill, Orphir in 1975 could have been A. pyramidalis or A. x
pseudopyramidalis, the hybrid with A. reptans; this is unclear. The most recent extant site
was in Naversdale, Orphir where it had been known since 1877. However, it was last seen
there in 1993 and the site now seems too overgrown.

Its absence from Orkney is therefore
difficult to explain. It was recorded from North Links, Burray in 1968, where sand extraction
later destroyed the colony. A 1921 record is regarded as non-native.

Carex spicata Spiked Sedge

National Status: Not Scarce, IUCN Least Concern
Orkney Status: Extinct

A native, perennial sedge of rough grasslands and similar habitats, unknown north of the
Scottish central lowlands. In Orkney known only from a 1905 record (specimen in the
herbarium of Magnus Spence, identification recently confirmed as C. spicata, sens str.) from
Stenness, ‘Bigswell to Heddle below Germiston’. The area was searched in 1994 and again in
2011 without success and the species is presumed extinct.

Carum carvi Caraway

National Status: Scarce, IUCN Endangered, UK BAP Priority, Scottish Biodiversity List
Orkney Status: Extinct

This perennial, grassland herb is an archaeophyte, scattered thinly throughout England but
decidedly scarce in Scotland except in Shetland where it is well-naturalised. It was widely
distributed but scarce in the late 19™ and early 20™ Centuries and was last recorded at
Sandside, Deerness in July 1967.

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Dactylorhiza fuchsii Common Spotted-orchid

National Status: Not Scarce, IUCN Least Concern

A native, perennial herb, frequent on neutral or base-rich soils in a range of habitats
throughout most of Britain but less widespread in the north of Scotland. In Orkney, it was
found at Wideford Burn, St Ola in 1921 and was still present there in 1971 but not thereafter.
In 1973, Elaine Bullard found it in willow carr at Winksetter, Harray but could not refind it in
later years. Now considered extinct.

Euphrasia rotundifolia Pugsley’s Eyebright

National Status: Rare, IUCN Endangered, UK BAP Priority, Scottish Biodiversity List
Orkney Status: Probably Extinct

In recent years, doubts have been cast on the validity of this endemic taxon which is now
considered to occur only on the north coast of Sutherland. It has apparently arisen through
hybridisation between E. foulaensis, E. ostenfeldii and E. marshallii, and can be very
difficult, if not impossible, to separate from the last, or from E. foulaensis x E. marshallii. A
specimen was collected by E.R. Bullard at Marwick Head in 1959 and determined by the
national Euphrasia expert, Peter Yeo. It has never been found since and the species is
considered to be extinct in Orkney.

Festuca arenaria Rush-leaved Fescue

National Status: Scarce, IUCN Least Concern
Orkney Status: Rare or Extinct

A native, perennial grass, scattered thinly around British coasts north to the Black Isle.
Known in Orkney only from two 19" Century records, these only recently determined from
herbarium specimens. An effort is now required to ascertain whether the species still occurs.

Geranium sylvaticum Wood Crane’s-bill

National Status: Not Scarce, IUCN Least Concern
Orkney Status: Extinct

Early historical accounts give this species as occurring in the wild amongst the Hoy and
Orphir hills but it was not known as a wild plant to 19" Century botanists. Elaine Bullard
considered all records during her time to have been garden outcasts and this is still believed
to be the case. Why it should have been lost from its wild and presumably native stations is a
mystery.
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Goodyera repens Creeping Lady’s-tresses

National Status: Not Scarce, IUCN Least Concern
Orkney Status: Extinct

A native perennial of pine woodland. Found in Harray in 1887 and outside Stromness in
1896 but believed to have become extinct soon afterwards.

Juncus triglumis Three-flowered Rush

National Status: Not Scarce, IUCN Least Concern
Orkney Status: Extinct

This native rush was collected in 1909 ‘above Naversdale’ one of the valleys radiating from
the Ward Hill of Orphir. It has not been relocated despite several searches in recent years. It
is also stated to have been found in HY22 (Birsay) where the site is believed to have been
Greeny Hill.

Ononis repens Rest-harrow

National Status: Not Scarce, IUCN Least Concern
Orkney Status: Extinct

A native, perennial sub-shrub of varied grassland and coastal habitats, rare in the northern
half of Scotland except on the south shores of the Moray Firth. In Orkney it was only ever
known as a native from a single site opposite the old entrance to Skaill House, Sandwick,
where it was last seen in 1968. Noted as an alien at Maeness, Egilsay in 1995.

Potamogeton obtusifolius Blunt-leaved Pondweed

National Status: Not Scarce, IUCN Least Concern
Orkney Status: Extinct

The only confirmed Orkney record of this native pondweed is from Howan, Dounby in
August 1876.

Rubus scissus A bramble

National Status: Not Scarce, IUCN Least Concern
Orkney Status: Extinct

This native Rubus microspecies was recorded at the South Burn of Quoys, Hoy in 1925 and a
herbarium specimen exists. However, the site was later destroyed and the species is
considered to be extinct.
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Salsola kali Prickly Saltwort

National Status: Not Scarce, IUCN Least Concern, Scottish Biodiversity List
Orkney Status: Extinct

A native annual of sand and shingle beaches that was last seen in Orkney at Newark Bay,
Deerness in 1905.

Scandix pectis-verenis Shepherd’s-needle

National Status: Scarce, IUCN Critically Endangered, UK BAP Priority, Scottish
Biodiversity List
Orkney Status: Extinct

This archaeophyte is an annual of arable fields and other disturbed habitats that has declined
drastically in Britain as a result of modern agricultural practices, especially herbicide use. In
Orkney it was last seen in Deerness in 1916.

Scrophularia nodosa Common Figwort

National Status: Not Scarce, IUCN Least Concern
Orkney Status: Extinct (other than as a casual)

A native, perennial herb of fertile soils, common throughout most of Britain but much less so
north of Inverness. As a native in Orkney, it was only ever known from one site on the
Mainland (extinct before 1914) and from the Glen of Button, Hoy (1928). Currently, it is
known only as a casual that occasionally escapes from gardens.

x Pseudorhiza bruniana Hybrid Heath-spotted x Small White Orchid

(Dactylorhiza maculosa x Pseudorchis albida)

National Status: /UCN not listed
Orkney Status: Extinct

This trans-generic hybrid orchid was found in Russadale, Stenness in 1977 and is the only
known example of the hybrid in Britain. It has not been seen since. Unfortunately, the
Pseudorchis albida colony at this site now appears to be extinct so that the hybrid is unlikely
to be seen again, although it should be looked for at other P. albida sites.
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
