Afiench there is a visit to a site where candidates
record everything that they can see for roughlytd2 hours.

How long does it take?
The FISC starts at about 10.45am and finishes abh60pm.

When do the FISCs run?

In 2010, there are two dates from which to choose:
Saturday 10 July

Thursday 18 July

How much does it cost?
The FISC costs £50 to take and this includes lamzhtransport to sites.

What sort of plants will there be to identify?
