Leighton collected it there 
(‘meadow near Harwood’s boat-house and Severn hill’) on 14th May 1834 (SHY), and it has been seen many 
times since. The population fluctuates quite a lot: in 1995 there were apparently just a few plants (J. Glover) but 
there were as many as 100 in 1994. It requires bare ground for seeds to germinate on, but not so much 
disturbance that the plants are all destroyed.
